INSTRUCTION

on application of veterinary preparation “Bipol”
Description 
Brown color liquid of oily|oil-bearing| consistency.
Preparation “Bipol” is a physiologically active compound of organic and mineral substances, obtained by means of thermal treatment of pentosan-containing vegetal primary products in aqueous solution of bischofite of the Poltava deposit, over a catalyst, with successive introduction of antacid.

Pharmacological сharacteristics

Bipol has an anti-inflammatory and bactericidal effect upon antibiotic-resistant strains of streptococcus, staphylococcus, blue pus bacillus and colon bacillus. Eliminates inflammatory and pyoexudative processes, suspends toxic manifestations, leukocytosis, raise of temperature.
Application
Treatment of surgical diseases: wound infections, coffin decay, burns, mastadenitis, cattle gastrointestinal disturbances. Application of Bipol enables to avoid antibiotic administration.
- external: for medical treatment of surgical diseases – 15-30 ml by way of application on wound focuses after their obligatory surgical d-bridement and irrigation with hydrogen peroxide or furacillin;

- for medical treatment of mastadenitis – 20-30 ml onto a clean dry udder, after milking, by way of slight rubbing in with the palms within 1-1.5 minutes;

- internal: for medical treatment of gastrointestinal disturbances – 10-15 ml three times per day at the time of watering.
Contra-indications:
not determined.
Warning
In case of external application contact with water is not desirable on the grounds of good solubility.

Form of release:

Glass flasks of 100, 200, 250, 500 cm3 capacity, in polymerous packing for household chemical goods of 200, 500, 1000, 1500, 2000 and 10000 cm3 capacity.
Storage
In a dry dark place, at temperature from 0°C to +30°C.

Shelf life: 2 years.
If preparation does not meet the requirements of the instruction or any complications after application occur, this series use must be stopped immediately and SRCI of Veterinary Preparations and Feed Additives and the supplier (manufacturer) must be informed. Three not opened specimens of this series preparation with a detailed description of complications must be sent to the address: 11, Donetska Street, Lviv, 79019, Ukraine.
